Head of Year Managers

The Role of the Head of Year.

The Head of year is expected to encourage high standards in all aspects of club life, contribute to the effective and efficient management of the club, whilst promoting a good club culture which is happy, purposeful and productive. The head of year must support and motivate all players, and other club members by encouraging, counselling and discussion with players and communicate effectively with other club officials, players, parents and guardians.
The Heads of Year is responsible for the general welfare and happiness of players in their year group. They are responsible for supporting the work of Club Coaches and making sure all members of the Year Group participate effectively. Furthermore, Head of years should promote a good atmosphere which encourages cooperation and values the contribution which individuals make to the work of the team.

The Head of Year Managers shall:-

Be responsible to the Committee and attend their Meetings.  

2.The Head of year will be appointed by the Committee and hold office for one year

3.Liaise with Coaches and Events and Fund Raising Officer where the teams are involved.

4.Make arrangements for matches and tournaments in conjunction with the Coaches, Tournament Secretary, Umpiring Secretary and Treasurer.

5.Act as host/hostess at matches.

6.Deal with any contingency on the day of the match.

7.Collect in match money, away travelling expenses, training fees and liaise with the Treasurer about all monies concerning the Squads.

8.Supervise distribution and care of kit and equipment.

9.Be responsible for issuing necessary information to players.  Check that players are affiliated to England Netball, correctly registered and have their
   affiliation cards at Tournaments and Trials.

10.Communicate effectively with Officials, Players, Parents and or Guardians.

11.Attend each Committee Meeting.  If unable to attend, send a written report to the Secretary.

12.Ensure the Club adheres to the England Netball Duty of Care Guidelines.
